11:00. From 10:20 until 10:40, the
students in grades K-5 will eat lunch.
During this time, the students in grades

students in grades 6-8 will eat lunch and
the younger students will have recess.
While this is earlier than our students
are used to eating, the new lunch time
will bring more balance to our day.
Teachers will continue the practice of
snack as they see fit—perhaps in the
afternoon for older students rather than
the morning.
