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     We are still waiting on a few families’ 
registration papers.  We need to have 
these papers on file in order for your 
children to attend classes on the first 
day.  Please contact the office if you 
need new paperwork or have any 
questions. 
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…is Tuesday, September 4 . The 
school day will start a few minutes 
earlier than in the past: the first bell will 
ring at 7:25 am (with the tardy bell 
ringing—two tolls--at 7:30 am). Students 
should be in regular uniform clothing on 
the first day.  
     If you are planning to use East China 
transportation and haven't heard from 
then yet, you may contact them at 
810.676.1100. 
     Mrs. Vernier will offer after school 
latchkey on the first day, also. To take 
advantage of that service, each 
student's paperwork MUST be in by that  
morning, and we ask that you call early 
on the 4th to verify that your child will 
attend that day. (Your latchkey account 
from last year must be clear to take 
advantage of this service this year.) 
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…is Monday, September 10, for 
students registered for Monday classes 
or Tuesday, the 11th, for those students 
coming to Tuesday classes.  Parents 
are asked to escort their preschoolers to 
the classroom beginning at 8:25am.  
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     On the first day of school, your oldest 
student will be given a packet of 
important papers to take home to you—
ask for it!  It will contain information 
about internet use, school lunches (free 
and reduced cost), a revised calendar 
for the 2007-08 school year, insurance, 
vision and hearing screenings, and the 
"e-rate" discount for schools.  Please 
look for the packet, and read everything 
carefully and respond appropriately.  
Thank you! 
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     This can be a big concern for little 
ones, especially on the first day in a new 
building.  Parents of younger students 
are asked to send a note to their child's 
teacher to explain how their child is to 
get home--both regularly as well as on 
the first day of school. 
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     Some important changes are coming 
to the SCRIP program that benefit YOU! 
SCRIP will be sold in the SCHOOL  in 
the Religious Education office beginning 
Tuesday, September 4.  The hours are 
as follows:

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     To check uniforms and accessories, 
please refer to the Holy Cross Catholic 
School Dress Code flyer that was sent 
home at the end of the school year.  If 
you did not receive a copy or can't find 
yours, please stop in the office, and we 
would be happy to provide you with a 
new one.  Getting off on the right foot—
in the correct shoes—will make our 
school year much smoother.  Busuttil’s 
in Marine City, which supports our 
SCRIP program, has numerous shoes 
available and approved.  Please note:  
Uniform shoes are more dressy than 
they are casual.  If it looks like a casual 
shoe, it’s probably not a school shoe.  
     Note: although all students need gym 
shoes, PE uniforms are NOT required 
for students in grades K-4. 
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     If your student will need to take 
medication of any sort at school, please 
call for a Medication Release Form, 
have it completed and returned to 
school with the medication ASAP. 
     The Archdiocese now requires that a 
doctor's note accompany your request 
for the school to administer ANY type of 
medication (including over-the-counter 
medicines and cough drops)—please 
contact your doctor now, before the 
need arises. 
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     Please mark your calendars for 
Thursday, August 30.  Mrs. Lund will be 
available to meet our school parents in 
the cafeteria beginning at 6:00 pm.  
Refreshments will be served.  This is a 
casual gathering which will culminate at 
7:00 pm with a brief overview of the first 
week of school.  Mrs. Lund looks 
forward to meeting our parents.   
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     Our official Back-to-School Night will 
be held Wednesday, September 5, 
beginning at 6:00 pm with the 
opportunity to “Meet the Teachers” in 
their individual classrooms.  At approx-
imately 6:45 pm, our general meeting 
will begin in the cafeteria.  All parents 
are asked to attend.  School handbooks 
and directories will be distributed at this 
time.  Babysitting will be available for 
families who must bring little ones.  
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     We will not be able to offer a Holy 
Cross bus this year.  This makes it 
harder to get to school for those who 
live outside of the East China School 
District.  Mrs. Lund would like to help 
facilitate carpooling for our families.  The 
more people that are willing to work 
together, the better.  If you are 
interested in carpooling, please contact 
Mrs. Lund in the school office.  She 
would like to set up an information board 
in the school lobby to help our families 
plan their transportation.   
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     Every student-athlete must have a 
completed sports physical on file at the 
school office before beginning practice. 
Please call the school office if you need 
a blank physical form. Students who 
plan to participate in athletics this fall will 
need to have their physicals taken care 
of ASAP—you can drop off the 
completed form at (or mail to) the school 
office. 
     St. Clair County Health Department's 
"Teen Health Center" offers sports 
physicals for approximately $40 (or on a 
sliding fee scale, depending on family 
income); they also accept many 
insurances. Call first for an appointment: 
810.987.1311. The Center is located at 
2215 Court Street, Port Huron (enter off 
20th Street, behind Port Huron High 
School between the tennis courts and 
pool).

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     Application forms for the new school 
year will go home with your oldest 
student on the first day of school. If you 
are returning East China School District 
students who were approved for free or 
reduced lunches on the last day of 
school in June, you will be 
"grandfathered" in at that status from the 
first day of school; you WILL, however, 
need to fill out and return the paperwork 
to continue receiving those benefits after 
the first week of school. If you are 
transferring into Holy Cross and 
received free or reduced cost lunches 
elsewhere, please contact Mrs. 
Steinmetz in the office ASAP so we can 
try to get your lunch tickets in before the 
first day of school. 
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     The School Committee is accepting nominations for 
positions on the Committee (members serve for two 
years). Applications are available at both the school 
and church offices; stop in and pick one up (or call to 
have it sent home with your student) if you think you 
might be interested in joining this advisory board. 
Applications must be returned to Mrs. Steinmetz in the 
school office no later than September 10. Membership 
selection will take place at the September 11 meeting. 
     The Committee meets the second Tuesday of each 
month. Questions regarding the function and duties of 
the Committee may be directed to any of the current 
members: David Heitz, Sue Sharpe, Roy Miodonski, 
Gisela Horn, Laurie Hopton, Peter Carlin, Nancy 
Rickel, Mrs. Lund and Fr. Jim. You may also request to 
review the School Committee By-Laws and 
Constitution which will be available in the school office. 
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     Federal law requires schools to inspect, test and 
identify known or suspected asbestos containing 
building materials.

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     Enclosed is a copy of your tuition account activity to date. 
Families who chose the monthly payment plan should have made 
their 4th (10%) payment last week as well as their books-and-fees 
payment (leaving a balance of 60% of their base tuition); those on 
the trimesterly payment plan should have made their first 1/3 
payment in May and their books-and-fees payment last week 
(leaving a balance of 2/3 of their base tuition, due in two equal 
payments in October and February).
