     Just a reminder that winter weather 
brings with it the chance of "snow days." 
Please remember to listen to the radio 
or watch your TV so you know what's 
happening. Remember: whenever 
East China School District cancels 
classes due to bad weather, so does 
Holy Cross. (However, Cardinal 
Mooney operates on its own: don't use 
Cardinal Mooney's closings to decide 
whether Holy Cross is closed.) 
     There's always the chance, also, that 
inclement weather during the day will 
force schools to close early. Again: 
watch for East China Schools' 
decision. In the (rare) event that 
schools are closed during the day, we 
receive about 10 minutes' warning: so 
there isn't time to call you first. In such 
an event, your child will be sent home in 
his usual manner unless you've made 
other arrangements via his emergency 
card. When the weather looks "iffy," stay 
close to your radio or TV!
