Role of the Committee 
·  Oversee the implementation of the Discipline Code as stated in the Holy Cross Catholic School Handbook 
·  Meet with students and parents after the fourth discipline referral within a marking period to review the behavior guidelines 

stated in the Holy Cross Catholic School Handbook. 
·  Meet with students and parents should major violations warrant a meeting to recommend suspension or expulsion as stated 

in the Holy Cross Catholic School Handbook. 
·  Meet with students and parents after the specified accumulation of minor infractions to recommend behavior plans, 

suspension, or expulsion, as stated in the Holy Cross Catholic School Handbook. 
·  Review appeals regarding disciplinary action and re-admittance to Holy Cross Catholic School. 
·  Evaluate the effectiveness of the disciplinary policies and make recommendations to faculty, principal, pastor, and school 

committee as needed. 
·  Address other matters of a disciplinary nature and make recommendations to faculty, principal, pastor, and school 

committee where appropriate  
 
Decision-Making Authority 
·  Recommend and enforce consequences for students reaching the various benchmarks of the discipline policy. 
·  Suggest to faculty and school committee other ways to assist children in following the school rules as well as ways to 

implement the plan. 
·  Follow through with the administration on any additional matters of a disciplinary concern affecting the entire school 

community.   
 
Disciplinary Meeting Agenda 
·  Introduce all parties present at the meeting. 
·  Read the list of infractions incurred which are to be discussed at the meeting. 
·  Review the disciplinary policies with the students and parents 
·  The principal, pastor, teachers, and parents all affirm the faith that they have in the child, and his or her abilities to get 

beyond the disciplinary problems at hand. 
·  The student addresses the committee in regards to the disciplinary issues at hand and discusses how he or she will change 

his or her behavior. 
 
Meeting Schedule 

·  Meetings will take place on an as-needed basis, either before or after school.  Parents are required to attend the 
meeting with their child. 

·  Parents will be notified in writing by the principal at least one week prior to the meeting.  Members of the committee will 
be notified by telephone or email. 

·  Meetings will be no longer than 30 minutes unless needed and prearranged. 
·  Meetings will be required after the following: 

�  Immediately after major violations of the discipline policy 
�  Accrual of the second discipline referral in a marking period 
�  Accrual of the fourth discipline referral in a marking period 
�  Issuance of the second detention in a marking period 
�  Accrual of the sixth discipline referral in a marking period
