The 
hours are as follows:

The SCRIP percentage has also 
changed.  SCRIP profits are now 
divided at 60% towards your tuition 
and 40% to the school.   
SCRIP will no longer be able to accept 
credit cards for purchases.  It is not 
possible to bring the credit card machine 
to the school.  More importantly, the 
fees from the use of credit cards reduce 
and at times actually eliminate any profit 
earned by the sale of SCRIP.  We thank 
you for your cooperation in this matter.
