January’s statements are in the malil
to you. Final SCRIP credits for 2009
have not yet been calculated and are
not yet reflected on your statement. With
the third quarter's payment due,
however, on January 20, we thought
we’d better get bills out early for those
who need them. If you wish, you may
estimate your SCRIP credit when you
make your payment for this quarter (or
for this month). We expect that SCRIP
credits will be paid by the end of next
week, and we will send your revised
statement home with your oldest student
at that time.

“Flu season” runs through early
spring--please continue to watch your
children. Symptoms (generally with
rapid onset) include fever (over 100F
for 3-4 days), cough, sore throat, runny
or stuffy nose, body aches, headache,
chills and fatigue. Students with flu-like
symptoms must remain away from
school until there has been no fever for
at least 24 hours (without using any
kind of fever-reducing medication). (For
more info, visit www.cdc.gov or
www.flu.gov or call 800.CDC.INFO.
