Please check your
bookbag, kitchen table, desk, bedroom,
closet, under your bed....and return all
books to school tomorrow. Thank you!
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As you probably know, student
athletes (grades 5-8) must have both
their parent's and doctor's OK to
participate in school sports. We have
not been able to find a doctor to do
those sports physicals here at school
this year. However, there are other
avenues to pursue. Your own doctor
may do a low-cost sports physical; call
his office to ask. Also, St. Clair County
Health Department's “Teen Health
Center” offers sports physicals on a
sliding fee scale (from $35-45),
depending on family income, if it is not
covered by your insurance. Call first for
an appointment: 810.987.1311. The
Center is located at 2215 Court Street,
Port Huron (enter off 20" Street, behind
Port Huron High School between the
tennis courts and pool).

(There will be a blank sports physical
form in your “Summer Study” package
next week—or you can download from
the school website, holycrossonline.net;
click on "school,” “grades PK-8,” then—
on the right hand side of the page—
“athletics.”)
