A reminder that the Health
Department will be here on Tuesday,
November 3 for our annual vision and
hearing screenings. Students in grades
K, 2 and 4 will receive hearing tests and
students in grades 1, 3, 5 and 7 will
have vision screenings; students in
other grades with known or suspected
vision or hearing deficits will also be
tested. (Please contact school if you
prefer that your child not receive this
service.)

Students who wear glasses (or
contact lenses) should be sure to have
their corrective lenses with them during
the screening.
