     Returning students who were qualified to receive free or reduced lunch services on the last day of school last year need to re-apply for benefits for this year. UNIFORM COMPLIANCE

     The teachers and principal are doing their best to support you in making sure your child is in compliance with the Holy Cross dress code. Yesterday morning students were reminded that now that we are at the start of the year, it is important for them to be in compliance with the dress code. Topics addressed with students were:  things in girls’ hair that weren’t put there by God such as hair feathers, beads, extensions are not allowed. Socks for boys and girls may be navy, black or white. Socks should be crew or knee length but at a minimum must cover the ankle bone. Shoes must be sturdy oxford, buckles, loafer, in black, dark brown, navy or saddle shoes. Shirts must be tucked in. Hoodies are allowed as part of the uniform when it is cold but may not be worn to church until Oct. 1. Zip down Holy Cross fleece is considered a sweater and is allowed. Shorts for school and PE must be touching the top of the knee or longer. Earrings for girls must be small post or a small hoop. Nail polish must be clear or light colored, neutral. (In other words, it should not be noticeable.) Please review the entire dress code with your child, especially if your child is older and dresses him/herself. It is important that the teachers and staff be able to spend their time teaching and not policing dress code issues with children who are not in uniform. We hope that this helps to clarify some of the details of the dress code for you.

FIRST MASS THIS FRIDAY

     The first Mass of the year is this Friday. As part of the Mass, a large vase with all of our hopes, dreams and fears for the school year will be presented to God. Remember that on Mass days, girls are required to wear skirts or jumpers with uniform blouses to Mass in the months of September and June. Boys are required to wear button-down, collared uniform shirts and solid or conservative ties.  Please try to join us for 9:00 Mass tomorrow.
